Rationale: The proposed scripts and characters are based on contributions from several national
body, liaison organizations and other expert linguists. These proposed characters were approved
at meeting 51 of SC2/WG2 held in September 2007 by Resolution M51.20. Document N3356
contains the list of these additional scripts and characters for this amendment. Here is a
summary with proposed code points:

Where a proposal refers to characters that are not in a single range, the information is
repeated as necessary. A series of $$$$ indicates the presence of a issue that needs to be resolved as part of
synchronization. The WG2 document number for all proposals has been provided for reference, as well as the UTC
document number.
