2. Travel Information  
 
The Seattle-Tacoma (Sea-Tac) International Airport is about 18 miles away, or about 30 minutes in 
moderate traffic. 
 
The most convenient mode of transportation is by taxi and will cost about US $50. More information 
is available at the Sea-Tac Airport website. 
 
Shared shuttle rides are very popular locally, cost about US $20 – $40 each way and are reasonable 
alternatives to taxis.

5. Changes in Visa Requirements to visit the USA 
 
Beginning January 12, 2009, all nationals and citizens of Visa Waiver Program (VWP) countries will be 
required by law to obtain a travel authorization prior to initiating travel to the United States under 
the VWP.  
 
The Electronic System for Travel Authorization (ESTA™), a free Internet application administered by 
the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) through a US government Web site, is now accessible 
online at the ESTA website for citizens and eligible nationals of VWP countries. DHS does not charge 
VWP travellers a fee for completion of an ESTA™ application.

6. City and Area Information 
 
Bellevue 
 
Located in downtown Bellevue, just twenty minutes outside Seattle, The Westin Bellevue is situated 
minutes from major corporate offices including Microsoft, Nintendo of America, T-Mobile, and 
Expedia. Guests also enjoy easy access to the city of Bellevue, which is home to wonderful theaters, 
restaurants, and museums. 
 
Bellevue is a satellite city to Washington’s largest metropolis, Seattle and best known for its trendy 
shops, upscale restaurants and distinctive department stores that make up its 180-store Bellevue 
Square. More than 16 million people visit Bellevue Square each year, making it a destination stop in 
its own right.  
 
Bellevue is home to more than 50 different parks, green spaces, recreational areas and sports 
complexes. Mercer Slough Nature Park, on Bellevue’s scenic Lake Washington, comprises a little bit 
of something for everyone. One of the last freshwater wetlands in the area, the 300+-acre park 
includes a blueberry farm, 7 miles of trails, as well as Bellevue’s only nationally registered historic 
building. Canoeists can experience Lake Washington’s beauty firsthand by following the park’s 
circuitous canoeing trail. 
 
Visual arts and performance take a prominent place in Bellevue at its Bellevue Art Museum, which 
sponsors a number of exhibitions and public events each year. Its most popular event is the Bellevue 
Arts Fair, a collaborative event that takes place each July in conjunction with the Bellevue Festival of 
the Arts. Attendance is estimated at more than 200,000, making it one of the most popular art 
events in the Puget Sound area. 
 
 
Washington State 
 
Outside of Bellevue, every city in Washington State is within easy striking distance of incomparable 
natural beauty, outdoor activities and sightseeing opportunities. This easy crossover between the 
best of urban and the best of rural life is one of the truly unique and most enjoyable aspects of life 
and travel in Washington State.  
 
Seattle – The best lie about Seattle is its stigma as the “rainy city.”  Seattleites are the first to point 
out that they get less rain than New York City, Miami, Boston, San Francisco and other reasonably 
top U.S. cities. Seattle summers are among the best in the country and attract visitors from far and 
wide who come to see the famous Space Needle, Pike Place Market and Fremont Troll.   
 
If spending time outdoor suits you best, seize the day at any of Seattle’s hundreds of public parks, or 
the sandy Alki Beach. With distinct neighborhoods like Fremont and Wallingford, you can feel at 
home with the overwhelming community atmosphere, or disappear between the tall buildings in 
downtown Seattle.  Escape to Crystal Mountain or nearby Steven’s Pass to ride the overwhelming 
fresh powder that falls each year in the mountains. 
 
Tacoma – Located at the foot of Mt. Rainier, Tacoma is an urban city booming with arts and 
culture.  Known the world over as home to world-class glass artists, a visit to Tacoma wouldn’t be 
complete without seeing the Chihuly Bridge of Glass or watching glass blowers make art at the 
Museum of Glass and Hot Shop Amphitheater.   



 
Tacoma also boasts several seasonal festivals, such as Tall Ships, where some of the most marvelous 
sailing vessels from around the world come to port and Wintergrass, an annual music festival that 
hosts various live performances throughout the city.   
 
Lynnwood – Lynnwood is the ideal gateway to virtually everything the North Puget Sound has to 
offer. Nestled between the Olympic Mountains to the west and the Cascade Range to the east, 
Lynnwood is conveniently located on Interstate 5, just 16 miles north of Seattle. Lynnwood is within 
minutes of ferries, beaches, mountains, the Future of Flight Aviation Center and Boeing Tour, 
winery/brewery tours, casinos, downtown Seattle, the Cascade Loop and more. While widely 
regarded as a mecca for shopping and dining, Lynnwood also offers other activities and amenities 
including beautiful city parks, extensive public art and numerous community events.

Seattle Tours

The famed aluminum and steel sculpture greets visitors at Seattle’s downtown art 
repository, where more than 21,000 objects, from African masks to Northwest native creations, 
dazzle viewers. 
 
Des Moines Historical Society 
With thousands of artifacts and images, the Des Moines Historical Museum offers collections 
depicting the early homestead days of the 1870's to the present. Move through time and discover 
how Des Moines came to be the community it is today.  
 
Alki Point  
Marking the spot where the first white settlers arrived in 1851, ready to found the new city of 
Seattle, Alki Point blends a strong history with a vibe reminiscent of a California beach town. Quaint 
bungalows and trendy restaurants line the waterfront, while paved walking and bicycle trails link 
downtown Seattle with the base of the Mountains to Sound Greenway Trails system on I-90. Home 
to one of the best stretches of sand in Seattle, wander Alki Beach, boasting spectacular views of 
Puget Sound and the Olympics, and watch the boats on Elliot Bay. See the Alki Point Lighthouse, built 
in 1913; still in operation today. From rollerbladers and volleyball players to beachcombers, 
sunbathers, and the casual stroller, check out the lively scene at Alki.
